Dear Members and Friends of the Presbytery of San José,

Grace and peace to you in the midst of our life together as the Church. For
this week’s Digest, Colin Richardson, our Communications Coordinator, offers
the following reflection:

Greetings to you all as we continue along the Lenten path together. This
Sunday, March 15, marks the Fourth Sunday of Lent, sometimes called
Laetare Sunday. The word laetare means “rejoice,” and the day has long been
understood as a small but meaningful pause within the reflective rhythm of the
season. In the midst of Lent’s practices of prayer, fasting, and self-
examination, this Sunday reminds us that the journey toward Easter is
ultimately one grounded in hope.

Laetare Sunday is sometimes described as a “Refreshment Sunday,” inviting
us to take a moment to breathe and remember the promise that lies ahead.
For many, these weeks of the year arrive during demanding seasons of
ministry, work, and personal responsibility. When fatigue or discouragement
settles in, this midpoint of Lent gently calls us to lift our eyes again toward the
light of resurrection that awaits at Easter.

For members of our presbytery—whether serving in congregations, supporting
ministries, or navigating the many responsibilities of daily life—this Sunday
offers an invitation to receive grace in the midst of effort. Even small moments
of reflection can become reminders that our calling is sustained not by our
own strength alone, but by the enduring faithfulness of God who walks with us
through every season.

As the remaining weeks of Lent unfold, may we continue forward with
renewed perspective. The Presbyterian tradition reminds us that hope is not a
distant idea but a lived assurance grounded in God’s covenantal love. With
hearts attentive to Christ’s presence among us, we move toward Easter
trusting that even in times of weariness, God continues the quiet work of
renewal within us and within the world.

Board of Pensions Update:
Spring Board Bulletin Now Available

﻿
The Board of Pensions has released its Spring 2026 Board
Bulletin, highlighting several new initiatives to strengthen

financial and family support for pastors and congregations.

Among the updates, effective January 1, 2027, the Board approved a 50% subsidy
for dependent children covered under the Congregational Pastors’ Package, a
two-year extension of Transitional Pastor’s Participation, and a new childcare
support grant. In addition, effective July 1, 2026, the Board of Directors granted a
7.2% experience apportionment for the Defined Benefit Pension Plan, the
largest experience apportionment approved to date.

Required Boundary Training for
Elders﻿:

Healthy Ministry Relationships
April 18th, 9:00 am-1:00 pm

The Rev. Bruce Reyes-Chow (member at-
large) will again facilitate required
Boundary Training for ruling elders and
teaching elders on Saturday, April 18 and
Saturday, November 7.

The pattern for both days are:

9:00am-10:00 | Online for ruling elders
10:00-11:00 | Break
11:00-1:00pm | In-Person for teaching elders (with lunch included) held at the
Presbytery Office/Cornerstone Church of Silicon Valley chapel at 890 Meridian
Avenue in San José

Registration is free & available now at this link.

This boundary training addresses maintaining safe and healthy ministry
relationships, with such topics as power dynamics, financial boundaries, social
media, pastoral care and counseling relationships, self-care and well-being.

Reminder:

Teaching elders (clergy) must complete either the Presbytery’s in-person training
with Rev. Bruce Reyes-Chow or the online SafeGatherings training. Ruling elders
may attend the Presbytery training or complete another Session-approved
boundary training, as Sessions determine how to meet that requirement.

Please Note:

In addition to the Teaching Elder/Ruling Elder Boundary Training, all elders are also
required to complete Child Protection Training, as mandated by the Book of Order
(G-3.0106). While child protection is certainly a critical boundary concern, we

distinguish between these two requirements because they address different areas
of ministry responsibility and must each be completed.

Child Protection Training focuses specifically on preventing sexual misconduct and
harassment, abuse awareness, and reporting responsibilities. Each Session
determines how this training is delivered for leaders and volunteers. The Presbytery
recommends “Darkness to Light: Stewards of Children” (in-person or online),
though other approved curricula may be used. Completing one training does not
fulfill the other — both are required.

If anyone wishes to use Darkness to Light (whether the online or in-person version),
they should first contact EP Neal Presa (Neal@sanjosepby.org).

I’m
endeavoring to learn about the diverse churches and regions of the presbytery to
be able to lift up examples of congregations, nonprofits, businesses, pastors and
community leaders who are doing important peacebuilding work. Each month in my

This week, we invite you to pray for St. Andrew Presbyterian Church of Aptos, and
for their pastoral and lay leadership — Rev. Anne McAnelly, Music Director Dr. Don
Adkins, the Deacons, and all members of the Session — as they continue to nurture
a welcoming and faithful Christian community along the Central Coast.

St. Andrew Presbyterian Church describes itself as a welcoming, affirming, and
multi-generational congregation rooted in warm fellowship and mutual care. Their
shared life is shaped by a desire to live justly, show kindness, and walk humbly with
God, offering friendship, spiritual guidance, and opportunities for service to all who
enter their doors. Members care deeply for one another as well as for the broader
Aptos community, seeking to embody a faith that is both compassionate and active.

At the heart of St. Andrew’s mission is the understanding that Christian faith is a
journey — an adventure rather than a possession. The congregation gathers to
worship, share the sacraments, study scripture, and celebrate God’s presence
through prayer and praise.

The worshipping community gathers each Sunday at 10:30 a.m. to sing, pray, and
reflect together in the presence of God, with lay leaders regularly sharing in worship
leadership. The Lord’s Supper is celebrated on the first Sunday of each month.
During Easter, the congregation participates in a beloved tradition of bringing a
living cross to life as a sign of resurrection hope. Throughout the year, fellowship
also grows through Lunch and Dinner Clusters — small gatherings of 8–10 people
meeting in homes to share meals and deepen relationships.

As St. Andrew Presbyterian Church continues its ministry of welcome, worship, and
service, we give thanks for their witness in Aptos and ask that you hold their
congregation and leadership in prayer this week — that their community may
continue to grow in faith, friendship, and the transforming love of Christ.

Work Group Spotlight:
Legal Aid Initiative﻿

A report issued November 20, 2025 by the American Immigration Council indicated
that without the benefit of an attorney at immigration court proceedings, people in
our Presbytery have a 70% chance of being deported, often erroneously.

In response to this, the Presbytery's Peace and Justice Working Group has
worked with EP Neal Presa to establish a free will offering initiative to support
crucial legal counsel for people facing the threat of deportation. The Working Group
and Presbytery staff have identified Peacemaking Offering and other related special
funds that can provide up to $15,000 in matching funds. This initiative will run
through Pentecost Sunday, May 24, 2026.

We invite you to give generously to two organizations in urgent need:

Amigos Center Rapid Response Network of Santa Clara County
The Santa Cruz Community Action Board

Your support helps ensure access to legal counsel and a fair day in court for our
immigrant neighbors.

Fundraising Updates:

Thanks to the generosity of our congregations and partners, this initiative has
continued to exceed expectations. As of March 3, more than $30,000 has been
raised from over 120+ donors, unlocking the full $15,000 in matching funds. The
new total includes an additional $1760 received from the Community Action Board
of Santa Cruz since our last Fundraiser update. This remarkable outpouring of
generosity reflects the shared commitment across our community to invest in
meaningful, lasting impact.

We give thanks for the compassion and commitment shown across our Presbytery,
and we encourage continued support through May 24, 2026, as we work together to
uphold dignity, justice, and mercy for our immigrant neighbors.
